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WHAT IS BULLYING/HARASSMENT?

Bullying is defined as any severe or pervasive @aysor verbal act or conduct, including
communications made in writing or by means of attebnic act, and including or more acts committed
by a pupil or group of pupils directed toward omermre pupils that has or can be reasonably prdiict
have the effect of causing a reasonable pupil pgeence a substantially detrimental effect ongieil’s
physical or mental health, academic performancapdity to participate in school activities.

REPORT IT
Any person that has been a victim of, or witnesselllying or harassment on school grounds, during
school activities, or going to and coming from sahe highly encouraged to report the incident
immediately to a counselor, administrator, or othadult personnel on campus using the
Bullying/Harassment Reporting form located at tioho®l. Students have an option of reporting the
incident anonymously using the Bullying/Harassm&nonymous Complaint form located at the school
or online on the district's webpage. Retaliatiow/@r witness intimidation will not be tolerated.

INVESTIGATION

The principal or designee shall promptly investgali complaints of bullying or sexual harassmdaihie
student who filed the complaint shall have an oppuoty to describe the incident, present witnesses
other evidence of the bullying or harassment, artchgs/her complaint in writing. Within 10 schoayb
of the reported incident, the principal or desigakall present a written report to the student filed the
complaint and the accused individual. The repbatilsnclude his/her findings, decision, and reafmn
the decision. If the student is in disagreemenhthie outcome of the investigation, an appeal lwan
filed at the Office of Pupil Services located a7 4londra Blvd., Compton, CA 90220.

TRANSFER REQUEST

A child that has been found to be the victim ofi@lant offense or bullying as defined by state liaw
entitled to transfer to another school within ortside the District, under California Education Code
46600(b). Placement at a requested school isrgerit upon space availability. Transfer requesstsbe
obtained at the Pupil Services Department, 417 é&da®Boulevard, Compton, CA 90220.
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
